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CHAPTER 2: DEMOGRAPHICS AND LAND USE 

2.1 Population and Employment 

2.1.1  Existing Population and Employment 

The Uptown area demographics illustrate an urban setting with over 50,000 residents and more than 
59,000 jobs.  The balance of jobs and housing helps to maintain the vibrant nature of Uptown.  
Table 2-1 provides the population, household and employment statistics for each of the Traffic 
Analysis Zones (TAZs) in the study area.  The TAZs are identified on  
Figure 2-1.  Many of the TAZs maintain the jobs/housing balance internally, while a couple of 
TAZs are predominantly oriented towards employment.  

2.1.2  Population and Employment Growth 

As shown in Table 2-1 several TAZs are projected to dramatically grow in households and 
employment over the next 25 years.  However, there are also several TAZs that experience a 
significant loss of households and population.  The majority of the growth can be attributed to the 
Major Development Projects illustrated in Figure 2-2.  These 26 development projects are estimated 
to add more than 3,000 jobs, 2,100 Housing Units, and 3,900 student housing beds to the Uptown 
area over the next 15 years.  Table 2-2 details the development projects shown in Figure 2-2.

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Figure 2-4 graphically displays the home to work trips generated by Uptown employees.  A large 
portion, 76%, of Uptown’s employees commute to work from within Hamilton County.  Figure 2-5 
shows the Work to Home trips of the 26,500 residents of Uptown that are currently in the 
workforce.  Many of the residents of Uptown work within Hamilton County as shown in the figure.  
Another portion of the commuting population is the travel of students to the University of 
Cincinnati.  Figure 2-6 displays the number of full time students by TAZ of primary residence.  
More than 18,000 of the almost 32,000 full-time students report Hamilton County as their primary 
residence with more than 3,200 coming from Clermont County and another 2,200 students reporting 
Butler County as home.  Students may not commute during peak hours, but they will continue to 
greatly impact the parking situation within the study area as the student population grows. 

 
2.3 Households that depend on Other Modes of Transportation 
 
Many of the TAZs within the Uptown Study Area have large numbers of households that have no 
automobile available for transportation according to Part 1 of the Census Transportation Planning 
Package.  Figure 2-7 presents this information in text and graphical form.  There are over 6,000 
households within the study area that reported having zero automobiles available.  Enhancing 
alternative transportation modes will continue to allow these individuals to commute and meet their 
daily travel needs without an automobile.  Growth in the number of households that report not 
having an automobile should directly correlate to increases in the use of other modes over the next 
25 years.
